SERMON “How to Remember Names” Mr. Smothers 

INVITATION TO THE LENTEN DISCIPLINE Dr. Springsted 

 Pastor: Friends in Christ, every year at the time of the Christian Passover, 
we celebrate our redemption through the death and resurrection of 
our Lord Jesus Christ. Lent is a time to prepare for this celebration 
and to renew our life in the paschal mystery. We begin this holy 
season by acknowledging our need for repentance, and for the mercy 
and forgiveness proclaimed in the Gospel of Jesus Christ. 
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  We begin our journey to Easter with the sign of ashes. This ancient 
sign speaks of the frailty and uncertainty of human life, and marks 
the penitence of Christ’s church. 

  I invite you, therefore, in the name of Christ, to observe a holy Lent 
by self-examination and penitence, by prayer and fasting, by 
disciplined worship, by works of love, and by reading and meditating 
on the Word of God. Let us bow before God, our Creator and 
Redeemer, and confess our sin.

 People: Holy and merciful God, we confess to you and to one another, 
and to the whole communion of saints in heaven and on earth, 
that we have sinned by our own fault, in thought, word, and 
deed, by what we have done, and by what we have left undone.

You may eat the bread and move to the cup of wine to 
drink or dip your bread before eating, or move to the cup of juice and dip your bread, 
exercising care not to touch the liquid or cup with your fingers. Those unable to come 
forward will be served in their pews. If not communing, please remain in your pew in 
prayer.
